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Personal, Social, Health and Economic Education Policy (PSHEE)

PSHEE is concerned with the development of students' knowledge, skills, understanding and values and their relationship with others and the wider world.   The PSHEE programme at Hurtwood contributes positively to students' lives and helps to prepare them for the changes, opportunities and range of roles which will be encountered throughout their life.

The school curriculum provides opportunities for all students to learn and to achieve, and it aims to promote students` spiritual, moral, social and cultural development.  A key element of Hurtwood’s mission is to ‘create a structured, safe environment, which is focussed on the needs of today’s Sixth Form student’.  Furthermore this environment is ‘characterised by high expectations of academic performance and personal growth’.  Students’ personal growth is pivotal to the success of our community and in preparing young adults for the next step in their lives; this personal growth is encouraged through many channels at Hurtwood, and in particular our PSHEE programme.  PSHEE at Hurtwood is embedded in a wide range of areas and overall it meets the following school aims:

· To provide a balanced curriculum which values academic, creative and practical knowledge and skills equally.

· To develop students’ confidence and their ability to make sound moral judgments by integrating them in our community, providing a rich mixture of extra-curricular activities and fostering pride in themselves and their school.

· To encourage a sense of community through trust, respect and integration of all races, cultures, religions, abilities, gender and status.
· To provide a caring, safe environment for students and staff which is personal rather than institutional.

All students at the school are involved in the PSHEE programme during their two or three year course.  We plan the programme so that all students can access a range of PSHEE activities; in particular the weekly presentation programme for A1 students is protected time which does not coincide with other commitments students may have.  The outcomes of the school’s PSHEE provision contribute directly to the spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMSC) development of our students.  In addition, the programme is tailored to contribute directly to students’ respect of those with protected characteristics, a respect of other cultures, to develop their self confidence and self esteem and to encourage a respect and understanding of Fundamental British Values (FBV).
PSHEE is a key feature of the Life Skills programme and in particular the Enigma component at Hurtwood House.  Parents are informed of the purpose and content of the PSHEE programme through the Parents’ Guide document.
A tailored programme of PSHEE themes is delivered formally through our Life Skills programme.  Friday afternoons (1.45 – 3.00pm) are utilised as an Enigma session where whole year group activities and presentations are organised.  The PSHEE programme for GCSE Foundation - GF (Yr 11) students is delivered through a weekly classroom lesson/tutorial and is supplemented with the Friday afternoon speaker programme as appropriate.  The GF (Yr 11) PSHEE and RSE programme is delivered by the Head of Life Skills and incorporates input from other school specialists such as the School Nurse, and other outside agencies.

The 2025-26 PSHEE Enigma programme is appended.  (The codes relate to elements supporting Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural education along with Personal, Social, Health, and Economic education.)  Adjustments can be made on an on-going basis to react to students’ needs and the wider social, economic and cultural climate.  
The school aims to give the students the knowledge, skills and understanding they need to lead confident, healthy, independent and informed lives.  PSHEE at Hurtwood House will enable the students to develop and leave school with the motivation, autonomy, knowledge and skills to ensure they stay safe, keep healthy, enjoy and achieve, make positive contributions and enjoy economic and social wellbeing.
In particular, the PSHEE programme will enable students to:

· Know and understand what constitutes a healthy, integrated lifestyle

· Be aware of personal safety issues

· Understand how to relate to and build relationships with others

· Have respect for others, for the environment and all forms of life

· Be independent, caring and responsible
· Be positive and active members of a democratic society

· Develop self-confidence and self-esteem

· Make informed choices regarding personal, spiritual, social and community issues
· Develop good relationships with other members of the school and the wider community

· Have respect for the protected characteristics outlined in the 2010 Equality Act.

Ollie Thorn 'Overcoming Adversity and Finding Success Whatever Your Circumstances’
Inspiring speaker and specialist on navigating change, resilience and culture. Ollie’s story changed abruptly after experiencing a life changing injury which left him paralysed from the chest down. Having to navigate a long journey through rehabilitation, Ollie developed skills to successfully manage change, build resilience, adapt and push towards a goal.​

Ollie overcame his injury becoming an international athlete, ski racing around the world. He has run international aid projects to support people with disabilities in poor and developing nations. Currently working with businesses to create psychologically safe workspaces to harness the power of inclusive, diverse teams.​

He refuses to be defined by his disability and constantly challenges the perceptions of disability in society, taking part in international challenges and adventures, and working with world-leading businesses.​

He is instilled with positive energy that is underpinned by a resilient mindset. 
Antonia Kate Goddard – Healthy Eating
Antonia is a former Hurtwood student (completed her A Levels in 2018) and a regular visitor to Hurtwood to talk about her career path. Antonia set up AKGFit over 7 years ago and is  female health and fitness coach. AKGFIT strives to help women level up and become the best versions of themselves. They focus on rebuilding clients relationship with food and exercise to become the best version of themselves. Antonia’s business is borne out of her own journey – she battled with her weight, a hatred for her body and an eating disorder that was out on control. She decided she had to make a change and got herself out of a really dark place and found exercise as a way of healing. She has never looked back and now shares her story to help others. 
Alex Holmes ‘ Bullying, Cyberbullying and e-safety’

29 year old Alex was bullied at school and as a result he has made it his mission in life to make sure this doesn't happen to others as the founder of a national peer support scheme, student 'Anti-Bullying Ambassadors'.
In 2017 he was made a Queen's Young Leader by Her Majesty The Queen representing the commonwealth for his work in tackling bullying and January 2018 was announced as one of Forbes 30 Under 30, an annual encyclopaedia of ‘the brightest entrepreneurs, innovators and game-changers under the age of 30 who are transforming business as usual and changing the world.’
Alex runs interactive workshops, speeches and assemblies exploring the issue of bullying by working with young people, teachers, parents and employee staff to help and inspire everyone understand their role in preventing bullying. He also speaks about online abuse, cyber bullying and internet safety, sitting on a number of global safety & advisory boards and councils for the likes of Twitter, Facebook, Google/YouTube, Ask.Fm, regularly visiting their headquarters in America as well as a being a founding member of Prince William's The Royal Foundation Taskforce on the Prevention of Cyberbullying.
Alex has over 7 years’ experience working in the education system in various roles from teaching assistant, learning mentor to Head of Year. He believes in the three Ps - Passion, Perseverance and Politeness- the latter being the most important as it has an important message for all young people, not just about bullying, but about looking out for each other. Alex was named on the Independent on Sunday's Happy List as one of the 100 people who make Britain a happier place to live.
The OddBalls Foundation

The OddBalls Foundation aims to raise awareness of Testicular Cancer, educate the demographic most at risk on the basics of Testicular Cancer, encourage regular self-  

checking, breakdown the stigma associated with balls! The talks cover key facts on Testicular Cancer, identifying signs & symptoms, how to ‘Check Yourself’ (step by step 
guide!), diagnosis & treatment stages, support network, how we can ALL make a difference in the fight against Testicular Cancer!
CoppaFeel 
CoppaFeel! was founded in 2009 by Kris Hallenga and her twin sister Maren, after Kris was diagnosed with incurable (stage 4 / secondary) breast cancer at the age of 23. 

Kris sadly died in 2024 and CoppaFeel! are committed to honouring her legacy by continuing to spread our chest checking message. Kris lived with cancer from 2009, she 
wanted to get the message out there to young people that detecting cancer early means you have a higher chance of surviving and recovering. She wanted people to learn 
from her story and become proactive about their own health.
Russell Robinson ‘How not to get arrested for stupid things, and what to do if you are!’

Russell has practised criminal law for over 25 years representing countless clients in the police station, at the Magistrates’ and Youth Courts, and also in the Crown Court. He has had a varied career with cases ranging through murder and rape to aircraft hijacking and serious fraud. When not giving talks in a private capacity, he works as a Consultant for Lawtons Solicitors, a leading regional criminal practice in the South-East. 

This talk is made up of a series of conversations Russell has repeatedly with young people in the course of his work as a criminal defence practitioner. Sadly, these conversations are usually in a police cell or outside a court, when the damage is often already done. Russell treats students as he would a client in this position. He is direct and doesn’t patronise. There is humour, mixed with pathos, as he illustrates his points with cases he has handled.

He doesn’t tell students ‘what not to do’ in a confrontational manner. He explains how easy it is to get into trouble unwittingly, through alcohol or drugs, through youthful exuberance or a mis-placed sense of what is funny. Feedback confirms students are more receptive to the message when it comes in this way, from the friend who has to sort the legal mess out after, rather than from an authority figure like a police officer.

The talk falls into three main parts. Firstly Russell discusses common pitfalls for young people that can lead them into conflict with the law. Russell goes on to deal with how easy it is to commit an assault. Finally Russell deals with the thorny question of sexual offences including the important question of consent.
Ben Heason ‘Climbing into the Lost World’
After graduating in 1996, with a BSc in Sports and Exercise Science, Ben moved to Sheffield - the undisputed centre of British clibing. During that time he has travelled extensively and climbed over 10,000 routes throughout the UK, Ireland, France, Spain, Italy, Germany, Switzerland, Czech Republic, Bulgaria, Croatia, Greece, Slovenia, Jordan, Egypt, Mali, Ethiopia, Morocco, South Africa, Norway, Greenland, Canada, USA, Mexico, Venezuela, Australia, New Zealand, Sweden, Hong Kong, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam, as well as visiting dozens of other countries.
An obvious lure to extreme climbers, Angel Falls has attracted adventurous climbers for decades, but all previous attempts to free-climb the main wall of the World’s highest waterfall had met with failure. Situated in the heart of the Venezuelan jungle, this is not merely a story about an audacious rock climb on one of the Natural Wonders of the World, but the emotions and experiences encountered along the way.
Ben's presentation covers the whole adventure, including the 6 day journey to their base camp, the amazing flora and fauna found in the unique Tepuis (the area that inspired Sir Arthur Conan Doyle's novel 'The Lost World'), as well as a look at 'life on the edge’ - they spent 14 consecutive nights sleeping on portaledges suspended from the overhanging wall!
Just Like Us

Just Like Us is the LGBT+ young people’s charity. Growing up LGBT+ is still unacceptably tough. Founded in 2016, Just Like Us work with schools and young people across the UK to change this. School Diversity Week is their annual, UK-wide celebration of LGBT+ equality in primary schools, secondary schools and colleges, their  free LGBT+ inclusive educational resources help make schools safer, happier and more welcoming places for all young people. They run school talks, a student-led Pride Groups programme, and an Ambassador Programme trains LGBT+ 18 to 25 year olds to speak in schools about allyship.
Isla van Tricht ‘Pornography – An Open Discussion’
Isla van Tricht has a wealth of experience working with teenagers across the country and has presented interactive talks and engaged in discussions all over the UK to thousands of students aged 14 – 18 on the topic of pornography for the last three years. This talk has been presented to thousands of students nationwide and focuses on encouraging students to think critically about pornography, issues surrounding it and the differences between porn's portrayal of sex and relationships, and reality. 
Emma Cole ‘Positive Voice – Living with HIV’

Emma Cole has been diagnosed HIV positive since 1991 and has chosen to speak out about living with HIV for the last 32 years.
 

She began talking publicly as a volunteer at Positive Youth in 1992 before launching her own 'Positive Voice' talk for schools and businesses in 2002. She now speaks annually at over 100 schools across the UK and Europe.

Since her diagnosis Emma has spoken at over 250 different schools to an estimated 350,000 young people over three decades.

Emma has featured in a number of TV documentaries including the recent BAFTA nominated 'AIDS - the Unheard Tapes' and the 2001 broadcast of 'Positive Women' for the BBC and Sky's documentary 'Positive'.
Sabina Gray ‘Addiction, Rejection, Redemption – A Woman’s Journey from Public School to Prison’
Crack and heroin addiction, crime, prison and rehab - this was Sabina’s life for fifteen years. After experimenting with drugs as a fourteen year-old, she never imagined things could spiral so quickly out of control. Her first experiences felt like harmless fun at the time. Weed, pills, LSD – these drugs were at the centre of her social life at a highly regarded public school, but she didn’t know that she was developing a problem. By the age of seventeen, it was already too late – she had become a daily crack and heroin user.

For the next decade and a half, her entire existence was dedicated to the pursuit of drugs - that meant a life on the periphery of society, perpetually in and out of police stations and courtrooms, and eventually prison. She abandoned all morality, stole to feed her habit, her relationships with friends and family completely broke down, and she was eventually at death's door - she knew something had to change. Now a drugs awareness speaker, Sabina talks to schools throughout the UK about the causes and consequences of her experience, and addresses the wider issues that lead young people into substance abuse and addiction.
Wale Yusef – SAME Academy (Safer Driving)

S.A.M.E Academy, offer innovative road safety presentations in schools and other organisations to educate young people about safe driving practices and the importance of road safety. The presentations are generally targeted at young people aged 11-25 and effectively promote driving awareness and youth road safety education to a wide audience.

With the alarming statistic that 38,800 deaths and injuries in crashes involve drivers with less than two years of experience, it is clear that this is a widespread issue that needs to be addressed. The road safety presentations in schools and organisations provide an opportunity to reach a large number of young people and educate them about the risks and responsibilities of driving and being a passenger.

DISCUSSION GROUPS:

For the discussion groups students will be split into smaller groups of around 40 students. This will allow an opportunity for further student input and Q&A.

Isla presents a talk called 'Pornography: An Open Conversation' to secondary schools, sixth forms and colleges across the UK.
The Schools Consent Project ‘Consent Discussion Groups’

Established by a criminal barrister from London, the Schools Consent Project (SCP) is a charity which sends lawyers and postgraduate law students into schools across the country to teach young people about consent and various sexual offences.

SCP deliver hour-long workshops to 11-18 year-olds on the legal definition of consent, how to identify consent, bystander intervention, the offences of rape, sexual assault and ‘sexting’, the ages of consent, responding to disclosures and ways to obtain help. The workshop is delivered through a series of fun, interactive games and exercises aimed at gently challenging the students’ misconceptions and bringing about safer, healthier interactions from the grassroots up. By adopting a legal approach, SCP are able to address subjects that can otherwise feel challenging, sensitive or simply taboo. SCP workshops give young people agency, enabling them to fully understand the law around sex and consent in order to make informed and sensible decisions.
Bob Tait ‘Illegal or Legal – Know the Risks’
Bob Tait and Barry Evans are an ex-naval presentation team whose core business is to focus on delivering structured primary substance misuse prevention and early intervention education to education establishments and industry (in support of National Strategies).

This session raises awareness on a wide variety of substance misuse issues using traditional and modern communication skills, variable mediation and inter-active presentation.  It also provides key updates on national legislation relating to substance misuse.  It deals with several social, cultural, health, legal and political issues.

School of Sexuality Education, ‘Sexual Health Education’
School of Sexuality Education provide in-school workshops on consent, sexual health, porn and positive relationships. They also work with university students, youth groups and provide training and consultancy. Their approach is rights-based, sex-positive, non-binary and trauma-informed. They support young people and those working with them to ensure everyone has access to a complete, inclusive and comprehensive relationships and sex(uality) education.
At Key Stage 5 they provide talks on the following:

· IDENTITIES: What's the difference between sex and gender? Allyship and inclusive spaces. 

· RELATIONSHIPS: Communication, accountability, break-ups, boundary-setting and 'romantic scripts'. 

· CONSENT: Defining "sex"; connection between consent, communication and pleasure. 

· SEXUAL VIOLENCE: Understanding the effects of sexual violence; trauma; supporting survivors. 

· BODIES: The body & sexual pleasure; myth of virginity; arousal and desire. 

· REPRODUCTIVE & SEXUAL HEALTH: Abortion care & reproductive rights; conception facts; miscarriage. 

· MEDIA: Presentation of sexuality in the media; social media and censorship.
